Who loved the women even though she did things that were wrong? [Jesus]
What do we call the things we do that make God sad? [Sin]

Who loves you the most? [God]

Who is Jesus? [Son of God]

What did Jesus do for you? [Died on the cross for your sins]

Is Jesus still dead? [NO!! His alive]

How can Jesus be you savior? [You can tell God three things: I know I have
sinned and I'm sorry; I believe Jesus died for my sins and came alive again;
please forgive my sin and make me Your child.]
