Memory Verse  

Luke 5:24 

“But that you may know that the Son of Man has power upon 

earth to forgive sins”. 

Luke 5:24 

Jesus was teaching a large crowd in a house in Capernaum. The Pharisees and the teachers 

of the law watched and listened. Some men bought their paralyzed friend on a bed to lay 

before Jesus. [You see without God we are in a sad and helpless condition just like the 

paralyzed man]. The men could not bring their friend into the house because of the crowd. 

The four men took their friend to the roof of the house. [God can use you to meet a friend’s 

need]. They made a hole in the roof and lowered him down on his bed through the roof. 

When Jesus saw their faith, He proclaimed the man’s sins forgiven. [He also came to meet 

your need to be forgiven]. 

The Pharisees thought that Jesus had blasphemed by saying He could forgive sins. Knowing 

their thoughts Jesus asked the religious leaders which was easier-to say a man’s sins are 

forgiven or that he is healed. To show them His authority and power as God the Son, Jesus 

Commanded the man to walk. [He wants you to know that He is God the Son too]. 

Immediately the man stood up and walked! Jesus proved He is God and can forgive sin. 

The people were amazed and fearful as they glorified God for what they had seen.

3. Preschool Review Questions 

After reading the bible story, parents can ask these simple questions to see if the 

children have understood the lesson or not. 

1. Why did the four men bring their paralyzed friend to Jesus? [They believed Jesus 

could heal him] 

2. Why didn’t the men bring their Friend in through the door of the house? [ The 

House was crowded with people] 

3. What did the men do to get their friend to Jesus? [ Put him down through the 

roof] 

4. What is Sin? [Anything you think, say or do that makes God sad] 

5. Who has Sinned? [Everyone] 

6. Who can make you clean from Sin? [Jesus] 

7. What did Jesus do for the paralyzed man? [Healed him and forgave his sins] 

8. What did Jesus do for you? [ Died on the cross for my sins] 

9. What is one way you can help your mum and dad? [ Answers will vary] 

10. What is one way you can help your Friend? [Answers will vary]
